ORDINANCE NO. 2026-09

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EL CAMPO, TEXAS,
CANVASSING RETURNS AND DECLARING THE RESULTS OF THE GENERAL CITY
ELECTION AND THE SPECIAL CHARTER AMENDMENT ELECTION HELD ON MAY 2,
2026, FOR THE PURPOSE OF ELECTING THE POSITIONS OF THREE (3) AT LARGE
COUNCIL MEMBERS AND THE PROPOSED CHARTER AMENDMENT; DECLARING THE
LEGALITY OF THE ELECTION AND DIRECTING THE CITY SECRETARY TO PRESERVE
THE ELECTION RECORDS.

WHEREAS, On January 26, 2026, the City Council ordered a General City Election to be held on May
2, 2026, for the purpose of electing the positions of three (3) “At Large” Council Members. Then, by
separate ordinance, ordered that a Special Charter Amendment Election also be held on May 2, 2026, for
the purpose of submitting an amendment to the City Charter proposed by the duly appointed Charter
Review Commission to the voters for consideration.

WHEREAS, Notice of the General City Election and Special Charter Amendment Election was duly
published in the El Campo Leader-News on Wednesday, April 8, 2026.

WHEREAS, A copy of the notice was posted in public view at City Hall on Wednesday, April 1, 2026.

WHEREAS, The election was duly and legally held as a Joint Election with the Wharton County
Elections Department on May 2, 2026, in conformity with the election laws of the State of Texas and the
City Charter of the City of EI Campo. The results of the elections have been certified and returned by the
Wharton County Elections Administrator and Tabulating Supervisor to the person acting as City
Secretary in accordance with Texas Election Code.

WHEREAS, The City Council of the City of El Campo, Texas, with the following members Present:
Eugene Bustamante, Kyle Wallis, Jeff Allgayer, Thomas Coblentz, David Hodges, and John Hancock,
met on this day, with Blake Barger being absent, being a time in conformity with the Texas Election Code
and the City Charter of the City of El Campo, Texas, to canvass the returns of the ¢lection.

WHEREAS, The City Council finds that the election was in all respects lawfully held.
WHEREAS, The City Council finds that the tabulation of the results of the election is correct.
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of El Campo, Texas:

SECTION 1. The General City Election and Special Charter Amendment Election of May 2,
2026, were duly called, notice of the election was given in accordance with the City Charter and
the laws of the State of Texas, and the election was held in accordance with such City Charter and
State law.

SECTION 2. The tabulation of votes cast in the General City Election and Special Charter
Amendment Election held on May 2, 2026, for the purposes stated herein, which is made part of
this ordinance, is adopted as the official tabulation of the votes cast at the election, and the
tabulation will be filed and recorded in the official records of the City of El Campo, Texas, as the
official canvass of the election.

SECTION 3. The official canvass of the returns of the General City Election for the positions
of three (3) At Large Council Members reflects the following:

SECTION 4. That Blake Barger, Kyle Willis, and Eugene Bustamante received the plurality of
votes cast for At Large Council Members and are therefore declared elected to serve as Council
Members At Large for a term of two (2) years commencing on the 11th day of May 2026, or as
otherwise provided by law, and until their successors are duly elected and qualified.

SECTION 5. The official canvass of the returns of the Proposed Charter Amendments
submitted to the voters for the Special Charter Amendment Election on May 2, 2026, reflect the
following:

SECTION 6: That the proposed City Charter Amendments to the City Charter of the City of El
Campo, Texas, proposition A, is hereby declared to be adopted from and after this date. The City
Manager, City Secretary and any other ofticers and employees of the City of El Campo are
authorized and directed to take any and all action to incorporate into the Charter of the City of El
Campo, Texas. The following paragraphs under such Articles in the City Charter hereafter read as

follows:
Proposition A: Amendment to § 14.14 Charter Review Commission.

The City Council shall appoint a Charter Review Commission once every five years. The Charter
Review Commission shall consist of seven citizens of the City. Each city councilmember shall
appoint one citizen of the City of EI Campo to serve on the Charter Review Commission. The seven
appointments shall be made at the first regular meeting of the City Council in July of each fifth odd
numbered year from the date of the last Charter Review Commission appointment by the City
Council.

(a)  Duties of the Commission. [t shall be the duty of the Commission:

(1) Inquire into the operation of the city government under the Charter provisions
and determine whether any such provisions require revisions. To this end at least
one public hearing shall be held. The commission shall have the power to compel
the attendance of any officer or employee of the city and to require the
submission of any of the city records which it may deem necessary to conduct
any of its meetings or hearings.



(2) Propose any recommendations it may deem desirable to insure compliance with
the provisions of the Charter by the several departments of the city government.

(3)  Propose, if it deems desirable, amendments to this Charter to improve the
effective application of said Charter to current conditions.

(4) Report its findings and present its proposed amendments, if any, to the City
Council.

(b)  Action by the City Council. The City Council shall receive and have published in a
newspaper of general circulation published in El Campo a comprehensive summary
of the report presented by the Charter Review Commission, shall consider any
recommendations made, and if any amendment or amendments be presented as a part
of such report, shall order such amendment or amendments to be submitted to the
voters of the city in the manner provided by state law as now written or hercafter
amended.

(¢) Term of Office. The term of office of such Charter Review Commission shall be six
months beginning on the date of appointment. All records of the proceedings of such
commission shall be filed with the City Secretary and shall become a public record. By
majority vote of the City Council, the six (6) month term of office of the Charter
Review Commission may be extended once for an additional thirty (30) days for good
cause.

QUE SE ESCRUTAN LOS RESULTADOS Y SE DECLARAN LOS RESULTADOS DE LA ELECCION
GENERAL DE LA CIUDAD Y LA ELECCION ESPECIAL DE ENMIENDA A LA CARTA MUNICIPAL
CELEBRADA EL 2 DE MAYO DE 2026, CON EL PROPOSITO DE ELEGIR LOS PUESTOS DE TRES
(3) CONCEJALES GENERALES Y LA ENMIENDA A LA CARTA MUNICIPAL PROPUESTA;
DECLARANDO LA LEGALIDAD DE LA ELECCION Y ORDENANDO AL SECRETARIO

Luego, mediante una ordenanza separada, ordend que también se llevara a cabo una Eleccion
Especial de Enmienda a la Carta Municipal el 2 de mayo de 2026, con el propdsito de presentar una enmienda a
la Carta Municipal propuesta por la Comisién de Revision de la Carta Municipal debidamente designada a los
electores para su consideracion.

CONSIDERANDO QUE,EI aviso de la Eleccion General de la Ciudad y la Eleccion Especial de Enmienda a la
Carta Municipal se publicé debidamente en El Campo Leader-News el miércoles 8 de abril de 2026.

CONSIDERANDO QUE, Una copia del aviso se publico a la vista del publico en el Ayuntamiento el miércoles
1 de abril de 2026.

CONSIDERANDO QUE, La cleccion se celebrd debida y legalmente como una Eleccion Conjunta con el
Departamento de Elecciones del Condado de Wharton el 2 de mayo de 2026, de conformidad con las leyes
clectorales del Estado de Texas y la Carta Municipal de la Ciudad de El Campo. Los resultados de la eleccion
han sido certificados y devueltos por el Administrador de Elecciones y Supervisor de Tabulacién del Condado
de Wharton a la persona que actita como Secretario Municipal de acuerdo con el Codigo Electoral de Texas.

CONSIDERANDO QUE, El Concejo Municipal de la Ciudad de El Campo, Texas, con los siguicntes
miembros Presentes, Eugene Bustamante, Kyle Wallis, Jeff Allgayer, Thomas Coblentz, David Hodges y John
Hancock, se reunio en este dia, estando ausente Blake Barger, que constituye un momento conforme con el
Codigo Electoral de Texas y la Carta Municipal de la Ciudad de El Campo, Texas, para realizar el escrutinio de
los resultados de la eleccion.

CONSIDERANDO QUE, El Concejo Municipal determina que la eleccién se celebro legalmente en todos los
aspectos.

CONSIDERANDO QUE, El Concejo Municipal considera que la tabulacién de los resultados de la eleccion es
correcta.

EXPUESTO LO ANTERIOR, ORDENESE por el Concejo Municipal de la Ciudad de EI Campo, Texas:

SECCION 1. La Eleccién General de la Ciudad y la Eleccién Especial de Enmienda a la Carta
Municipal del 2 de mayo de 2026 fueron debidamente convocadas, se dio aviso de la eleccion de
acuerdo con la Carta Municipal y las leyes del Estado de Texas, y la cleccion se llevo a cabo de
conformidad dicha Carta Municipal y las leyes estatales.

SECCION 2. La tabulacién de los votos emitidos en la Eleccion General Municipal y en la Eleccion
Especial sobre la Enmienda de la Carta Constitutiva, celebradas el 2 de mayo de 2026 —la cual, para los

SECCION 6: Que las Enmiendas a la Carta Municipal propuestas a la Carta Municipal de la Ciudad
de EI Campo, Texas, segun la proposicion A, por la presente se declaran adoptadas a partir de esta
fecha. Se autoriza y ordena al Administrador Municipal, al Secretario Municipal y a cualquier otro
funcionario y empleado de la Ciudad de El Campo que tomen todas y cada una de las medidas para
incorporarlas a la Carta Municipal de la Ciudad de El Campo, Texas. Los siguientes parratos bajo
dichos Articulos en la Carta Municipal de la Ciudad quedan redactados de la siguiente manera:

Proposicion A: Enmienda al § 14.14 Comision de Revision de la Carta Constitutiva.

El Concejo Municipal nombrara una Comision de Revision de la Carta Constitutiva una vez cada cinco
anos. La Comision de Revision de la Carta Constitutiva estard compuesta por sicte ciudadanos de la
ciudad. Cada miembro del Concejo Municipal nombraré a un ciudadano de la Ciudad de El Campo para
servir en la Comision de Revision de la Carta Constitutiva. Los siete nombramientos se realizardn en la
primera reunion ordinaria del Concejo Municipal en julio de cada quinto afio impar a partir de la fecha
del ultimo nombramiento de la Comision de Revision de la Carta Constitutiva por el Concejo
Municipal.

(a) Funciones de la Comision. Serd deber de la Comision:

(1) Investigar el funcionamiento del gobierno de la ciudad conforme a las disposiciones de la
Carta Constitutiva y determinar si alguna de dichas disposiciones requiere revision, Con



este fin, se celebrard al menos una audiencia piblica. La comision tendra la facultad de
exigir la comparecencia de cualquier funcionario o empleado de la ciudad y de requerir la
presentacion de cualquier registro de la ciudad que considere necesario para llevar a cabo
cualquiera de sus reuniones o audiencias.

(2) Proponer cualquier recomendacion que considere conveniente para asegurar cl
cumplimiento de las disposiciones de la Carta Constitutiva por los distintos departamentos
del gobierno municipal.

(3)  Proponer, si lo considera conveniente, enmiendas a esta Carta Constitutiva para mejorar la
aplicacion efectiva de la misma a las condiciones actuales..

(4) Informar sus conclusiones y presentar sus enmiendas propuestas, si las hubiera, al
Concejo Municipal.

(b)  Accion por parte del Concejo Municipal. El Concejo Municipal recibird y hara publicar en un
periadico de circulacion general publicado en El Campo un resumen integral del informe
presentado por la Comision de Revision de la Carta Constitutiva, considerara cualquier
recomendacion realizada y, si se presentan una o mas cnmicndas como parte de dicho informe,
ordenara que dicha enmienda o enmiendas se sometan a los votantes de la ciudad en la forma
prevista por la ley estatal vigente o seglin sea modificada en el futuro.

(c) Duracion del cargo. El periodo de funciones de dicha Comision de Revision de la Carta
Constitutiva serd de seis meses a partir de la fecha de nombramiento. Todos los registros de las
actuaciones de dicha comisién se archivaran con el Secretario Municipal y se convertirdn en
registro publico. Por mayoria de votos del Concejo Municipal, el periodo de seis (6) meses de la
Comision de Revision de la Carta Constitutiva podra extenderse una sola vez por treinta (30) dias
adicionales por causa justificada.
