 Bill 13-2019 - An Ordinance enacting an intergovernmental cooperation agreement 

between the City of Harrisburg, Pennsylvania and the Borough of Steelton, Pennsylvania 
to allow the City of Harrisburg to provide municipal solid waste and recycling collection 
and disposal services to the residents of the Borough of Steelton and to establish the 
terms of such services.

adopted noise ordinance.

 Resolution 92-2019 – A Resolution authorizing the City to negotiate and enter into a to a
professional services agreement with First Capital Engineering, Inc. for the purpose of
providing land surveying services in Reservoir Park.

 Resolution 93-2019 - A Resolution authorizing the City of Harrisburg to negotiate and 
enter into a memorandum of understanding with the Harrisburg School District to provide
salt to the School District at a price of ninety dollars ($90.00) dollars per ton during the 
2019-2020 winter season.
