WHEREAS, the Lewis County Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) approved Ordinance 1354 on
April 16, 2024, adding Chapter 8.80 to Lewis County Code to regulate sterile needle and syringe
exchanges operating in Lewis County and make violations of the chapter a civil infraction or a
misdemeanor; and

WHEREAS, the BOCC wishes to repeal Ordinance 1354 in its entirety.

WHEREAS, it appears to be in the public’s best interest to repeal Ordinance 1354 effective
immediately.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Lewis County Board of County Commissioners hereby
repeals Ordinance 1354 and removes Section 8.80 from Lewis County Code effective immediately.
