RESOLUTION REQUESTING A KEYSTONE HISTORIC PRESERVATION
CONSTRUCTION GRANT OF $50,000

WHEREAS, the Pennsylvania Historical & Museum Commission (PHMC) provides
funding for construction activities through Keystone Historic Preservation Construction Grants; and

WHERFEAS, funding is available to local governments for small construction projects for
publicly accessible historic resources listed in or eligible for listing in the National Register of
Historic Places (NRHP); and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of Pocopson Township desires to undertake a project
to rehabilitate the historic Barnard House located at 650 S, Wawaset Road and eligible for listing in
the National Registry of Historic Places; and

WHEREAS, Pocopson Township is a local government eligible to apply for a grant under
the Keystone Historic Grant Program.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors of Pocopson
Township, Chester County, Pennsylvania hereby requests a Keystone Historic Grant of $50,000 to
be used for rehabilitation of the Barnard House.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Pocopson Township as Applicant will match the
$50,000 amount provided by the Keystone Grant Program with at least $50,000 in Township funds.
